Students are expected to offer the same commitment to this programme as to any other Y12 

subject. 

 

You are required to attend all lessons, submit all homework and prepare thoroughly for the re-sit 

examinations at the appropriate time. 

 

GCSE English at grade 4 or above is a qualification required for the vast majority of Higher 
Education courses.  
 
It is nationally recognised alongside Mathematics as being an important qualification for many 
occupations.
