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To study at St Hilda’s you must meet the academic entry 

requirements as well as being exemplary role models for 

the rest of the school. Please read these carefully before 

applying and ensure you apply by the deadline of 31st 

January 2026. Students take either three A-level courses,  

three BTEC courses, or a combination thereof over two 

years. Each subject has different entry requirements, but 

we expect all of our students to have achieved at least 

five GCSEs at grades 9-4 (or equivalent), including English 

and Mathematics. Most of our subjects require you to 

have at least grade 4 or 5 at GCSE.  Not all of our subjects 

require you to have studied it at GCSE, but to study a 

Modern Foreign Language, DT and Music, you must have 

done it at GCSE. 

For Mathematics and the Sciences, we expect you to 

have achieved at least grade 7 at GCSE. Every student 

who wants to apply is given a guidance interview after 

the GCSE results are published. That way, we can make 

sure that you study the best subjects that suit your future 

aspirations. We do our best to ensure that we run every 

course advertised. It is important to say however, signing 

up for the course is not a guarantee the course will run.
